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Council will lobby
to keep LGS open

City council is stepping up the fight
to keep Lambton Generating Station
open beyond 2007 by taking it to
Queen’s Park.

On Monday, council unanimously
approved a motion from Coun. Anne
Marie Gillis to send a delegation ‘to
lobby the government.

“As a community, we need to rally
around LGS,” Gillis said. “As a council
we need to become much more
involved, much more active.”

Coun. Mike Kelch noted that he suc-
cessfully made a motion last year to get
behind St. Clair Township’s efforts to
keep the facility operating.

“All these jobs are at risk. This huge
economic generator to our area is at
risk. I think it’s appalling,” Kelch said.

Coun. John Vollmar said he’s not
convinced natural gas is better than
coal for the environment.

At Coun. Bev MacDougall’s sugges-
tion, the manager of the generating
station will be invited to speak to

council.
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behind a new initiative to get Sarnia’s
abundant brownfields cleaned up.

A draft proposal was approved Mon-
day to provide six financial incentives
to landowners willing to rehabilitate
contaminated land. They include can-
celling tax arrears so land purchasers
are more attracted to brownfields;
freezing or cancelling some or all
municipal and education taxes during
remediation; reimbursing a portion of
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municipal taxes; providing loan pro-

grams for building rehabilitation;
waiving building, planning and devel-
opment fees; and promoting rehabili-
tation with a marketing program.
Companies that created the contam-
ination in the first place, would not be
eligible for any relief, Schnare said.
Developer Ross MacEachran, who
iust purchased the former Fiberglas site
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
